Our Mission is to provide families with a multi-disciplinary, holistic approach to their 
developmental and behavioral concerns for their children from birth through age six 
from mild to severe. We strive to be a resource to the community and to take a 
comprehensive look at a child’s overall development, define strengths and needs and 
give parents and teacher’s solid resources and suggestions to address each need as 
well as continued support and follow-up.  
 
Our Vision at The Elaine Clark Center is to promote wellness by helping children with 
developmental and behavioral challenges to reach their potential in all areas. 
 
Our Philosophy is to assist caregivers in strengthening their knowledge base, 
connecting them with the resources that matter most and supporting them through the 
process of establishing and providing the most effective services for their children and 
their families. 
 
Our Team consists of a Child Development Specialist, Occupational therapist, Physical 
Therapist, Social Services Coordinator and Speech Pathologist. We also consult with a 
Pediatric nutritionist, schools and other specialists when deemed appropriate. 
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Common Reasons for Referral:  
�ƒ Developmental Delays: Speech/Language, Cognitive, Gross Motor, Fine Motor 

and/or Social or Self-Help Skills 
�ƒ Behavioral concerns: Tantrums, aggression, hyperactivity, impulsivity, obsessive 

tendencies, anxiety, poor attention 
�ƒ Social: Relationships with peers or siblings 
�ƒ Developmental and/or Medical Conditions: Autism Spectrum Disorder, Down 

Syndrome, Prematurity, Feeding Disorders, Cerebral Palsy and other Genetic 
syndromes 

�ƒ Parenting: Concerns and desire for information for home and school settings. 
Services:  

�ƒ Evaluation of developmental concerns by a therapeutic Intervention Team with 
written recommendations and referral information 

�ƒ Developmental Screening or Developmental Testing with Report, 
Recommendations and Referral 

�ƒ Interdisciplinary Coordination and Follow-up 
�ƒ Family support and assistance with securing services 
�ƒ Educational Information and Training for Parents and Teachers 
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How Does the Clinic Work?  
The Child Development Specialist will take initial information via phone to assist in 
planning for the child’s visit. Parent and child will be greeted by a Volunteer and placed 
in patient room.  A Volunteer will assist with making families as comfortable as possible. 
The Child Development Specialist will determine which team members to direct to which 
patients and will take Developmental history. Team members will then meet with the 
family to make recommendations. Notes will be produced at the end of the session and 
a follow up date will be identified. If time does not allow, brief recommendations will be 
made followed by full written recommendations that will be sent to families within one 
week. Appropriate follow-up will then be scheduled. Notes will also be sent to 
appropriate referral sources and pediatricians with parent consent.      
 
Therapists will be observing child, taking into account background information and 
developmental history, parent observation and any information from current school or 
child care provider. Scheduling for formal assessment in any area will need to take 
place on a separate visit. Nutritional consults are a separate charge and scheduled via 
phone conference at this time. Referrals are frequently made to developmental 
pediatrician or psychologist. A school visit may be necessary to observe child and give 
teacher recommendations. Training for teachers will be offered for a fee at local 
schools.  
 
How do we measure success?  
Improved developmental and/or social functioning, improved coordination of services 
and parent satisfaction. Each child will have an individual chart with a hard copy of all 
recommendations, assessment and reports. A quarterly summary of patients seen will 
be made summarizing the number of visits, recommendations and referrals made, 
follow-through from parents, all assessment results and any comments or input from 
referral sources. Also, parents will complete a program evaluation.    

 
What do services cost?  
Basic evaluation services are $500 which includes initial assessment as well as follow 
up work.  However there may be charges for additional services that might be 
accessed.  Scholarships are available to families that demonstrate financial need.  In 
order to be eligible for a scholarship parents must fill out all paperwork and provide 
required documentation.   
 
Where are services provided?  
All services are provided at The Elaine Clark Center which is located at 5130 Peachtree 
Industrial Blvd, Chamblee Georgia 30341.  We are approximately 2 miles south of the 
perimeter in between Chamblee Tucker and Clairmont Roads.
